From the frozen tundra:

I’m often asked about the different colors that exist on the putting greens this time of year.  You may have noticed the various red, purple, and blue grayish patches that exist on each green in cool weather.  The answer is much more complicated than a newsletter article is meant to be, but in simple terms it is the same science that causes tree leaves to change color.  There are other factors involved, but that is the general idea.  Some varieties of bentgrass are less prone to this response to cool weather.  We have Southshore bentgrass which is known to look somewhat like a quilt in the winter.  It is nothing to be alarmed about and it will subside with warmer temperatures.   

This time of year good golf weather is hard to come by.  When a break in the weather occurs we hope you can find the time to play.  Please remember that ground conditions this time of year make maintenance difficult, if not impossible, to complete effectively.  We take every opportunity to focus on turf maintenance, but when conditions don’t allow it we focus on tree work, equipment maintenance, and other jobs that don’t require us to get on the turf.  The weather dictates everything and we are all anxious for the golf season to arrive.
