We’re nearing the end of the season and most of the fall “recovery” work has been completed.  For the next few weeks we will be focusing on leaf removal.  Our standard procedure for leaf removal is to first get the leaves out of the way and then either mulch them with our mowers or remove them with the vacuum.  It takes a tremendous amount of time to do this so please bear with us.  Five minutes of wind can erase a whole day’s worth of work, as you all probably know from your experiences at home.  The oak trees will hold their leaves well into next year but before the holidays come we hope to have completely cleared all of the leaves that have fallen.  

Frost hasn’t been an issue as of yet (mid October), but by the time November rolls around it will be a regular occurrence.  This, as most of you know, means an occasional delay in opening the course.  Often times the frost may not be visible in your home lawn, but on closely mown bentgrass greens that are growing in a sand based medium the soil temperatures can be much cooler.  The risk of damage from playing in frost is far greater than the reward of teeing off a little earlier.  Please approach a morning tee time in the winter with the expectation that a frost delay is possible.  We will get things open as soon as it is safe to play.
