All of us on the course maintenance staff would like to say “Thank you” to the LGA for providing us with a fantastic lunch on Monday, August 4.  It was difficult to get going again that afternoon following the feast.  We appreciate very much your generosity and enjoy working for such a great group of members.

Now that the summer staff has returned to school the challenge of preparing the course for daily play as well as tackling the prep work for next season is enormous.  We lost more than 400 man-hours / week when the summer help left.  You have no doubt noticed the difference in the number of staff members you encounter while playing.  This equates to a more peaceful round of golf, but it also means that many of the routine tasks we perform will take longer to complete and be done less frequently.  Please bear with this change and understand that we must put some things on hold until the winter arrives. 

The fall workload includes several projects that you should mark on your calendar if you haven’t already done so.  Weather permitting we will be aerating greens on Monday and Tuesday (September 22, 23).  This process will involve removing ½” cores and topdressing with sand to fill the holes. The front nine will be closed Monday and the back nine will likely be closed until mid afternoon on Tuesday or until we complete the work.  In addition to the greens aeration we will be aerating the roughs and overseeding where needed during the months of September and October.  This will not require any course closure, but it will affect play from time to time.
