It is not difficult to do, but it requires a great deal of planning and preparation each season.  It also involves detailed reporting and onsite evaluations to verify our commitment and success.  A new aspect of the Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary program allows golfers to take part in a role that supports our efforts.  The following is excerpt from a newsletter recently issued by Audubon International:

Throughout 2008, Audubon International, along with the USGA and The PGA of America, is inviting golfers to take the Audubon Green Golfer Pledge. The pledge is a simple way for golfers to support environmental stewardship while playing. From replacing divots to picking up trash, the simple actions golfers can take are good for the game, good for the golf course, and good for the environment.

"The pledge is a great way for golfers to celebrate the sport's venerable tradition of making nature an integral part of the game," says Kevin Fletcher, executive director, Audubon International. "We want golfers to recognize that quality playing conditions and good stewardship go hand in hand."

Golfers can take the free pledge online or via a pledge sheet distributed to golf courses that wish to participate in promoting the pledge. Green Golfers - and participating courses - are eligible for golf-related prizes to be given at the end of 2008.”
